He also studied at the Maine Photographic Workshops with Joyce Tenneson and Arnold Newman. He photographed in a wide variety of geographical locations including the U.S, Europe, South & Central America and the West Indies.

He has shown his work in solo exhibits, while he also participated in group and juried shows at, among others, the Bowdoin College Art Museum, The Art Gallery at the University of Southern Maine, The Alexander Gallery at Westbrook College, The Danforth Gallery, The Portland Museum of Art ,  the Gallery at the University of New England and the Center for Maine Contempory Art.  He showed photographs in “The Maine Biennial” in 1979 and 1981.
